2. Maintained a minimum 2.5 cumulative grade point average.
3. Completed a minimum of forty (40) hours of community service

4. Successful recipients of this scholarship must agree to do a minimum of 40 hours of community service, of which 20 hours
must be completed at a CPLC related program or event. In addition to the community services hours, recipients will be
required to attend a half day Leadership training event in the spring semester.
